The club may be meaningful, do great things for their commu-
nity, and be active and friendly, but when avisitor finds no one
cares whether or not he/sheis there, that visitor is not likely to
come back, let alone join your club”.

If avisitor came to your next square dance, what rating would
they give your club?

At the beginning of each new year we may see many new faces
at club dances and clubs we are visiting. Everyone has the re-
sponsibility to make sure that these new faces are made to feel
welcome. It takes at least two years to understand the finer
points of square dancing; even longer sometimes to understand
club organization and member/officer responsibilities and real-
ize the true benefits of being part of the program. In the mean-
time, we need to make sure new faces are made to feel a part of
the group.
